2009 Player Schedule 
 

1. Your assigned player number is on the attached Roster next to your name. Please contact your division leader 
(indicated at the top of each division on the Roster) if any of your information is incorrect. 

2. Upon distribution of the Roster, you’re welcome to begin scheduling your matches using the schedule below 
as a suggested playing guideline.  It is based upon a 12-player division over an 11-week time period.  Our 
season runs approximately 18 weeks.  This should be ample time to comfortably play all of your matches. 

3. Contact the player listed under ‘1st week’ opposite your player number (again, if your division does not have 
12 players, then ignore player 12; if you have 10 in the division, ignore players 11/12 etc.).  If she isn't 
available, you may try someone else and so on.  Keep in mind how many matches you have to play and plan 
accordingly for the season. All matches must be completed by September 30th, no exceptions! 

4. Play each person in your division once.  The first person listed is responsible for making the initial contact to 
schedule a match.  However, the second player listed may call to arrange the match at anytime if they wish. 

5. The player represented by the second number must supply new balls. 

6. Winner of the match - report your score to your division leader immediately!  For your convenience, you may 
also keep a record of your scores on page two of this document. 

7. For your quick reference, please review tiebreak rules on page two of this schedule.  Tiebreak scores will be 
recorded as 7 – 6 only, we will not be recording the actual tiebreak score as it does not count towards the final 
point/scoring system. 

8. Have fun!  The league was established to make contacts and new friends with women in the Lehigh Valley that 
enjoy playing tennis.  Feel free to reach out to others as well if you have the time and want to play, play, play!

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A tiebreak occurs when you reach 6-6 in set score.  
 
Numerical scoring shall be used throughout the tiebreak game.  The player who first wins seven points shall win the 
game and the set if she leads by two points (i.e., 7-5, 8-6, 9-7, etc.).   
 
The player whose turn it is to serve shall be the server for the first point from the right court (deuce side).  Her 
opponent shall serve the second and third points (beginning with the left court (ad side) and thereafter each player 
shall serve alternately for two consecutive points. 
 
Players shall change ends of the court after every six points (i.e., 3-3, or 5-1, etc.).  Players shall change ends also at 
the conclusion of the tiebreak game to start the next set, if an additional set is needed.   However, regardless of the 
tiebreak score, the final set score is recorded as 7-6.  We will not be recording the tiebreak game score but the 
game needs to be played to determine the winner of that set. 
 
The player who served the first serve in the tiebreak game shall receive in the first game of the next set.
